Not Intended Use

This garden product is not intended for use by children
under the age of 14 or persons with reduced physical,
sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience and
knowledge, unless they have been given supervision or
instruction concerning the use of the product by a person
responsible for their safety.

Improper use encompasses, but is not limited to,
transporting people, children, or animals on the machine;

1.2 General Safety Instructions
Work area safety

A. Do not operate machines in explosive atmospheres,
such as in the presence of flammable liquids, gases or dust.
Machines create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

B. Read the instructions carefully. Be familiar with the
controls and the proper use of the machine.

C. Never allow people unfamiliar with these instructions or
children to use the machine. Local regulations may restrict
the age of the operator.

D. The operator or user is responsible for accidents or
hazards occurring to other people or their property.

Electrical safety

A. Mains plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the
plug in any way.

If a
person or animal comes in the way of the product, stop the
product immediately.

F. Do not put objects on top of the product or the charging
station.

G. Do not use the product if the STOP button does not work.
H. Always set the product to OFF when it is not in operation.

I. Do not use the product and a pop-up sprinkler at the same
time. Use the Schedule function at the same time.

J. Do not let the product operate when there is standing
water in the work area, such as an area with pools of water
formed by heavy rain.

A. Collision Bumper
When visual positioning is not available, the collision
bumper can ensure the machine's normal operation.

B. Control Panel

the STOP button to open the cover, allowing you to access
the panel.

4.2 Install the Charging Station
Find a proper location

A. To ensure that the lawn mower can successfully exit
and return to the charging station, install the charging
station on an open flat non-hardened ground.

B. The charging station should be within the coverage
area of the household Wi-Fi and close to a power source.

C. The charging station can be placed either inside or
outside the mower’s working area. For safety reasons, it
is recommended to keep the charging cable outside the
mowing area.

D. There should be no obstacles within 1.5 m in front of the
charging station.

E. If there is grass, it should be lower than 8 cm.

F. Ensure that the area above the charging station is
as open as possible, free from trees, buildings, or other
obstructions.

G. If full openness on all sides can't be achieved, for
mowers located in the Northern Hemisphere, try to

keep the southern sky unobstructed; for mowers in the
Southern Hemisphere, ensure the northern sky is as open
as possible.

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Install the charging station

A. A hammer or similar tool can be used to nail the
charging station onto non-hardened, flat ground.

B. Connect the charging cable on the charging station
to the charger, then plug it into the power supply. At this
point, the green light on the charging station will remain
steady, indicating that the station is powered on.

C. For safety reasons, it is recommended to keep the
charging cable outside the mowing area. If there is a
significant distance between the charging station and
the power supply, ensure that the power cable is securely
fastened to the ground or wall to ensure safe operation.

4.3 Install the Antenna
Find a proper location

A. Place the Antenna upright. Avoid installing the Antenna
on a slope.

B. The Antenna should be within the coverage area of
the household Wi-Fi, which is the same Wi-Fi used by the
mower, and close to a power source.

C. To ensure a good reception of satellite signals, install
the Antenna in an open and flat space with nothing
blocking the signal, where it has a at least 100° clear signal
receiving angle with unobstructed sky.

D. The distance between Antenna and wall or trees need
to be greater than 1.5 m.

E. If you have separate lawns or if your lawn is shaped
like the letter "O", "U", we recommend that you install the
Antenna on the roof.

F. If full openness on all sides can't be achieved, for
Antenna located in the Northern Hemisphere, try to

keep the southern sky unobstructed; for Antenna in the
Southern Hemisphere, ensure the northern sky is as open
as possible.

Note

After installing the Antenna, its position can be adjusted
to obtain a higher quality satellite signal. However, ensure
that the mower remains on the charging station and in
charging mode during the relocation of the Antenna.

Install the Antenna

A. If the Antenna needs to be installed on the non-
hardened ground, use nails for Antenna to secure it.




B. If the Antenna needs to be installed on the roof, use
expansion bolts (with plastic sleeves) for installation.

C. Connect the charging cable from the Antenna to the
adapter, then plug it into the power supply.

D. You can choose to secure the hanging power cable to
the Antenna holder using cable clip. For safety, ensure
that any ground-level power cables are placed outside the
working area.

E. Perform a visual check of the satellite signal. At this
stage, the location indicator light and power indicator light
should remain steadily green.

When the mower is fully charged, the indicator light will
remain solid green.
